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Directions:  You must complete three of the following projects.  

The first one is due on April 30. The second one is due on May 21.  The third on is due on June 4.  
1. Make a Book Jacket or illustrate a Movie Poster
Design a book jacket or a movie poster for this book.  On the front of the book jacket, draw a picture that you feel best captures this story.  On the back, write a paragraph or two which summarizes the main point of this book.  Use the Frankenstein poster in my class as an example for the poster. 
2. Make a timeline

On paper, create a timeline to show the significant events in the book.  Please illustrate your timeline in storyboard format.
3. Design a Scrapbook

Use magazine pictures, photographs, and other illustrations to create a scrapbook for a character or a scenario in your book.  
4. Make a Collage

Using old magazines and photographs, design a collage that illustrates some of situations in your novel.
5. Write a Biography
Do research to find out about the author of your book.  You may use the internet.  Write two or three paragraphs discussing the life of your author and how his/her experiences may have influenced the novel.  
6. Create your own Project
If you have your own idea for a project, discuss it with me.  Once I approve your project, you may get started.
